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Getting Started in Los Guido 
I had never been to 
Los Guido, but I 
knew it had a repu-
tation. Everyone 
who visited came 
back saying what a 
rough place it was.  
Two weeks ago, I 
went to see. 

For over a year, a 
team from our 
church has led a 
small group, a women’s 
group, and a children’s minis-
try in Los Guido with the 
hope of starting a new 
church in the future.   

As we talked with individuals 
about the community’s 

needs, I heard the same 
response.  “There’s every-
thing here”-drug addic-
tion, alcoholism, prostitu-
tion (including little girls), 
violence, crime, and a high 
rate of unemployment.   

 Starting in October, 
I’ll be an ICTHUS 
“guide” for kids 
from 9 to 11 years 
old in the kids’ 
club. This is so dif-
ferent than anything 
I’ve ever experi-
enced in the past 14 
years that I’ve 
worked with chil-
dren.    Please pray 

for the Lord to be my 
help as I teach these kids 
about God’s truths in 
order that they can con-
front the difficult situa-
tions in their lives with 
God’s word and His 
strength.
